If you need housing and you are a client of an area agency for developmental services or a community mental health center, you can get help from your case manager.

Does the DRC take housing cases?

The DRC may be able to help you if you are experiencing discrimination in housing due to a disability, such as:

Your landlord refuses to make reasonable accommodations for your disability


You are threatened with eviction due to your disability

A landlord refuses to rent to you due to your disability or that of a family member

I want to file a complaint about housing discrimination. Where do I go?
